Monday, October 4: Antiparos-Paros. Enjoy a morning swim stop in an enchanting bay of Antiparos. Early noon arrival in Paros. Visit Parikia and the quaint village of Naoussa. Enjoy Greek Night. Overnight in Paros. (B,L,D)

Tuesday, October 5: Delos (anchorage) Mykonos. An optional morning tour is offered to the archaelogical site of Delos, antiquity’s most sacred island.
